Basic Needs provides free food and clothing to those in economic need at the direction of 300 churches, schools and government agencies.  Locally, this targets more than 7,200 children receiving free and reduced public school lunches; 8,000 households living on less than $25,000 in annual income; and fire victims.

Top Ten Differences 
1. Basic Needs gave $1 million worth of free clothing to thousands, who could not afford the purchase, at the direction of 300 local schools, churches, and government agencies.
2. Basic Needs is recognized by the Triangle United Way as one of the few agencies handling referrals during evening and weekend hours.
3. Basic Needs saves its clients thousands of dollars annually and eliminates hundreds of missed school days by not requiring the traditional mid-day interview.
4. Basic Needs saves clients thousands of dollars in transportation costs by permitting 300 conveniently located churches, schools and government agencies to distribute 20,000 gift certificates annually.
5. Basic Needs assures clients they can receive a minimum clothing assistance of a free set of clothes or an equivalent value for each gift certificate provided.
6. Basic Needs offers clients full access to the largest free clothing brand name inventory in the area - more than 28,000 fully sorted and displayed garments.

7. Basic Needs is Cleveland Township's first multi-source food pantry.  In its first month of full line service, it eliminated hunger for over 10% of the township's residents in need by providing over $15,000 worth of produce, grocery non-perishables, dairy, deli, meats, over-the-counter medicines, and vitamins.   
8. Basic Needs provides direct and Internet referrals to link clients with hundreds of service providers.
9. Basic Needs' goal is to give $120,000 worth of free food to its hungry neighbors during its 100 scheduled distributions in 2007.
10. Basic Needs provides free tips on food use, storage, and preparation.
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What is needed to offer this service?
